Ideologies Project

ESSENTIAL QUESTION:
Why do ideologies gain popularity? (In particular, why did the ideologies of modernism, fascism and communism gain popularity in the twentieth century?)

YOUR TASK:
1. In your group, you will learn about and analyze the evolution of the following three ideologies:  modernism, fascism and communism. For each ideology, you will learn the following:

a) The beliefs of the ideology
b) The origins of the ideology
c) The tipping point when the ideology became popular with the masses (Why did the ideology gain popularity at the particular moment in history that it did?)
d) The short term effects of the ideology (Once the ideology gained popularity, what happened?)

2. As you are learning about each ideology, your job is to look for similarities between how and why each ideology gained popularity. Once you have learned about all three ideologies, you will create a thesis statement answering the essential question at the top of the page.
3. Then you will create a project using one of the following methods: building, writing, performing or drawing. The purpose of your project is to communicate your thesis and the evidence you have found that proves your thesis. Your evidence should touch on a, b, c & d above for all three ideologies.
4. You will create a Works Cited list for any sources that your group consulted, outside of those given in class.
5. Then you will try to convince us that your thesis argument is correct by presenting your project. You will need to explain your drawing or model and how it shows the beliefs, origins, tipping point and short term effects of the ideologies. If your project was written, you will briefly explain your main points and the organization of your project. If you are performing your project, your performance should largely speak for itself.
