Background Information: The Industrial Revolution was a period of time in the 1700s and 1800s when Europeans changed the way they produced goods. Before the Industrial Revolution, a good, like clothing, was produced by a tailor who often worked from his or her home. The Industrial Revolution changed production so goods like clothing were no longer produced by one craftsman but were instead produced in a factory where each worker made a different part of the good. The factories made the production of goods faster.
Choose One of the following:
Option A: Find an interesting story about the Industrial Revolution to share with your group. You may bring a few notes, a picture from the internet, or a hand drawn picture but you may not bring in a big piece of text and read off of your notes. Please note the URL’s of the websites where you gathered the information from.
Option B: Find a picture that helps to show an aspect of the Industrial Revolution. (Pictures that were taken during the 1700s or 1800s while the Industrial Revolution was happening would be ideal.) Print out the picture and bring it in to class. Prepare to explain to your group what the picture shows about the Industrial Revolution. Please note the URL of the website where you got the picture from.
Option C: Conduct research to answer the question, “what is the relationship between the industrial revolution and imperialism?” Prepare to share your findings from memory rather than reading off of your notes. However, you may bring a few notes in case you forget an important detail. Please note the URL’s of the websites where you gathered the information from.
